Com.Deb attending the bereavement of his brother-in-law, a family member at Silchar complained uneasiness and was rushed to the nearest Nursing home. Before he could be provided medical treatment, he suffered massive heart attack and expired. He was a committed trade unionist and held the banner of the Federation as well as the Confederation in the North Eastern part of our country. He was responsible for strengthening the Bank Officers’ Movement in the backward areas of North Eastern States for over a decade. Considering his contribution to the Federation he was elevated to the post of Sr.Vice President of the Federation. He also held the coveted post of Co-ordinator of 7 states of the North East in the Confederation.

Com. Deb was born on 01.01.1949 at Hailakandi(Assam). His experience and involvement in active leadership during college union activities as General Secretary naturally drew him towards the trade union movement in the Banking Industry as well. He started his trade union career as Zonal Secretary in State Bank of India Staff Association in the year 1979. On his promotion to the Officers’ Cadre, he involved himself in the mobilisation of Bank Officers in the Association and rose to the position of the General Secretary in the year 2000.

He was known for humility, patience and perseverance. He had a friendly approach towards his colleagues and his inbuilt confidence, enabled him to deal with serious issues and brought success to our struggles on a number of occasions. He took lot of interest in the welfare of Officers working in the North Eastern states and also instrumental in espousing the cause of the officers working in the interior parts of North Eastern states.

He participated actively and made a tremendous contribution in all the deliberations of the Executive Committee of the Federation and Confederation. He was one of the senior leaders, held in high esteem both by the Federation and the Management representatives. In his loss, the Federation has lost one of the eminent persons of our movement and it would be a great loss for the North Eastern circle.
