STATE BANK OF INDIA OFFICERS’ ASSOCIATION (KARNATAKA) HELD ITS 13TH TRIENNIAL CONFERENCE IN A GRAND STYLE

State Bank of India Officers’ Association (Karnataka) held its 13th Triennial Conference at the gorgeous Good Shepherd Auditorium on the Residency Road, Bangalore on 5th January, 2012. The delegates, observers, members, invitees had assembled in large number and the Auditorium was brimming with the sea of humanity. The conference venue was tastefully decorated and the temperate ambience set the stage for the grand show of strength of SBIOA(K).

Dr.Venkatesh Athreya, the renowned economist, who delivered the key note address, Com.P.K.Sarkar the Convenor, UFBU, the President, AIBOC, who was the Chief Guest for the function, Com.P.A.Manjunath, General Secretary, SBSU(K), the Guest of Honour, Com.M.K.Virmani, General Secretary, SBIOA (Chandigarh) Com.B.K.Awasthi, General Secretary, SBIOA (Lucknow Circle), Com.Shivaji Singh, General Secretary, SBIOA (Patna Circle), Com.M.Sreenath, General Secretary, SBIOA (Kerala Circle), Com.Sambit Mishra, General Secretary, SBIOA (Bhubaneshwar Circle), Com.Shailesh Kumar, President, SBIOA (Patna Circle), were given a rousing reception when they entered the sprawling Auditorium. They were lead to the dais amidst loud throated slogans of “SBIOA (K), Zindabad”, “AISBOF, Zindabad”, “AIBOC Zindabad”, and UFBU Zindabad”.

Com.Y.Sudarshan, President, SBIOA(K), presided over the function. Com.B.S.Ravindra, General Secretary, SBIOA(K) the charismatic, ever young leader of SBIOA(K) was given a warm reception when he was lead 

to the dais. The Regional Secretaries of Bangalore Zone I and II Module and Hubli Module, Com.N.M.Girishankar, Com.D.B.Sawanth and Com.A.M.Hebsur occupied the dais amidst the lusty cheers from all the members present in the Auditorium.

The Inaugural Session was given a flying start with mellifluous invocation song and the State Anthem. All the dignitaries on the dais lighted the traditional lamp to herald the inaugural session of the conference.

Com.N.M.Girishankar, Regional Secretary, SBIOA (K), Bangalore Zone – I module extended a warm welcome to all the dignitaries on the dais and all the delegates, invitees, observers, Office bearers of fraternal organisations. Com.B.S.Ravindra, General Secretary, SBIOA(K) gave a brief introduction of the guests.

Delivering the key note address, Dr.Venkatesh Athreya, had a word of appreciation for the immaculate way of conducting the conference, which is no less to an International Conference. Coming down heavily on the reform agenda pursued by the Government of India, despite stiff resistance of left parties, despite the fact that the much touted reforms, globalisation have not brought any relief to the common man. The much boasted growth in GDP has lead to jobless growth. The population below the poverty line is increasing day by day. Need of the hour is to strengthen the commanding heights of the economy, retain the Public Sector character of the Public Sector Banks. He condemned the Govt.’s move on FDI in multi –brand retail, Insurance and Pension Fund and explained in a lucid style as to how this move is going to be detrimental to the interests of millions and millions of small traders and their livelihood. The FDI in Insurance and Pension Fund will be used for speculative purposes without adding anything in a concrete manner growth of the GDP. He denounced the amendment to Banking Regulation Act as it paves way for the Corporate Houses to meddle in the affairs of the Public Sector Banks. The move also opens the doors for opening Banks in the Private Sector by the big Corporate Houses, who have been waiting to capitalize on the big potential in the commercial banking for reaping huge profits.

He lauded the role played by the Officers of State Bank of India in nation building process, the upliftment of the poor, the down trodden and the neglected sector through financial inclusion. The role of SBI in the agricultural sector deserves a special mention, he declared amidst clapping of the audience. He inaugurated the conference, with a call to all the officers to be in the vanguard to defend the Public Sector Character of the Banks and thwart the efforts of the Government to push the reforms agenda which has no human face.

Speaking on the occasion Com.P.K.Sarkar, the President, AIBOC and Convenor UFBU, decried the unpleasant developments that have taken place in SBI in the recent past and decried the totally unjust stand of the Management on I.R. issues. The unsavoury, developments have far reaching impact on the trade union movement in the Banking Industry. He hoped that wise counsel will prevail on the Management functionaries and the bilateral forums will be introduced, all vindictive actions will be stopped and both Management and the Federation work hand in hand to take the Bank to further heights of glory. Touching upon the Charter of Demands submitted to IBA, he expressed the hope that there will be a good hike in the salaries, allowances and perquisites of Officers in tune with the environmental factors. He wished the conference all success.

Speaking on the occasion, Com.P.A.Manjunath, General Secretary, SBSU(K) told that the conference is being held amidst turbulent period for the Association and he hoped that normalcy will be restored very soon and enable the Officers to work without any fear. He declared under thunderous applause that SBSU (K) is solidly with SBIOA(K) and all the Members of SBSU(K) are prepared to swing into action to bring justice to the Members of SBIOA(K). He also wished the Conference all success.

Com.M.K.Virmani, General Secretary SBIOA (Chandigarh Circle) and Vice-President, AISBOF speaking in his own inimitable style praised the role played by SBIOA(K) in the trade union movement in the Banking Industry condemning the anti-officers and anti-Federation approach of the Management he declared that the federation is capable of meeting the challenges thrown by the management squarely with courage and conviction. He regaled the audience by quoting a few Urdu couplets and gave a call to stand united under the banner of the Federation. He wished the conference all success.
