PARTICIPATION IN STRIKE BY PROBATIONARY AND 

TRAINEE OFFICERS
We have been informed by our Circle affiliates that the Circle authorities have issued letters to all the probationary and trainee officers threatening them overtly of the dire consequences of participating in the proposed two day’s strike on 20th & 21st February, 2013. This development has ushered after serving letters to our members advising them not to participate in the proposed strike to be observed on the above dates. It may please be noted that the strike action in the Banking Industry is being observed as per the directive given by United Forum of Bank Unions of which AIBOC is a powerful constituent. The AISBOF is affiliated to AIBOC and by participating in the general strike, the members will express their anguish, disillusionment and disappointment over the disturbing developments that have taken place in the country such as spiraling inflation, Amendment to Banking Regulation Act, paving way for big Corporate Houses to enter the Commercial Banking arena, disinvestment in Public Sector Banks, leading to privatisation of these Banks which will be counterproductive as far as lending to priority sector, poor, the disadvantaged, the downtrodden etc., is considered.

By participating in the strike the probationary and trainee officers who are members of our affiliates are exercising their legitimate trade union rights and your letter addressed to them is an attempt to terrorise this class of Officers who are in the threshold of their career. Bank’s action in this direction tantamounts to suppression of the trade union rights of the members which are guaranteed under the Constitution of our country.

We therefore, request you to withdraw the letters issued to the Officers, including the probationary and trainee officers, which we feel are unwarranted. Such initiatives on the part of the Corporate Centre are highly provocative and are being initiated at a time when AISBOF is making sincere concerted efforts to normalize the industrial relations atmosphere in the Bank.
