Industrial Relations Scenario 
Central Negotiating Council Meeting 
Convened on 11th March, 2013

We have received communication from the Corporate Center at Mumbai that the Bank is convening the next Central Negotiating Council Meeting on 11th March 2013 to deliberate on the agenda to be submitted by the Federation.  The last Central Negotiating Council Meeting was held on 17th July, 2012. Thus, this important forum is now being revived after a lapse of seven months in response to our repeated requests and follow-up with the officials of the Corporate Center for a long time.

The Bipartite Structure in the Bank is as follows:-

a) Central Industrial Relations Council – can be invoked by giving notice by both the parties in case of crisis in the industrial relations in the bank;

b) The Central Negotiating Council meeting – a bipartite forum for discussions of the issues related to the service matters and also subjects referred to the Management by the Federation.  The periodicity of the meeting is once in 3 months.

c) Follow-up Committee - The follow-up committee will meet at periodical intervals in order to sort out the routine issues and also deliberate in detail about the issues that are to be placed before the CNC so that the issues could be resolved in a satisfactory manner.

Due to the industrial unrest in the bank and the series of attacks that were initiated by the Bank on the leadership of the Federation, the Management did not take initiative to convene the CNC Meeting.  Due to our continuous pressure and follow-up now the Bank has convened the CNC meeting on 11th March 2013.  We will take full advantage of this opportunity to present our case including the issues related to the present industrial relations crisis in the bank with a view to bring back the earlier normalcy in our relations in the bank.

Comrades, we have already sent our Agenda for the meeting and would keep all our members informed of further developments in due course.  In the meanwhile, we request our members to have patience and await for the outcome of the meeting without heeding to the rumours and canards that may be spread by the mischievous elements in the bank with a view to create confusion amongst the rank and file.
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
