INSTRUCTIONS TO KEEP BRANCHES OPEN UP TO MIDNIGHT OF 
31ST MARCH, 2013
INHUMAN TREATMENT OF OFFICERS – FEDERATION’S PROTEST AGAINST BANK’S INSTRUCTIONS

We have been given to understand that the Bank has issued instructions to the Circle authorities to keep the branches open on          31st March, 2013 up to midnight and also issued advertisements in the leading newspapers to this effect. There is already an instruction to keep our branches open on 29th, 30th and 31st March, 2013 as per the directives of the Reserve Bank of India on which we have conveyed our unhappiness to the Government, as it would result in hardship to our members and to those who are observing Good Friday on 29th March, 2013.

The instructions now to keep open the branches up to mid night on 31st March, 2013 is another blow to the Officers working in the Banks throughout the country. This move would also create unwanted confusion amongst the staff members since the RBI have issued clear instructions on conducting of special clearing on 31st March, 2013 one hour after the extended business hours. We would also bring to your notice that no other Public Sector Bank has issued such instructions and keeping the branches open till midnight.

The Corporates and business houses and individual tax payers who have to remit their tax also have the advantage of many other alternate channels of remitting the Govt. dues and hence keeping the branches open till midnight on 31st March will not attract many customers.  Keeping branches open till midnight on 31st will not only create hardship to the staff members but would also force a security threat to the staff members commuting back to their home after midnight.

We take a strong exception to this exploitation and convey our protest against such orders. While we demand you to repeal the above directive, wherever it has been forced upon, a compensation amount of 150% of the maximum amount of overtime paid to those who are covered under ID Act.  
Please treat the matter as urgent.
